1 pair Teva type Sandals (please put names inside using MabelOs labels)

1 pair swim shoes (please put names inside using MabelOs labels)

1 paddle (for all those 11 and over going on trips) (named clearly, permanently)

Wearinga life
jacketis compulsoryfor all campersandstaff duringall boatingactivities.Eachcampershouldhavehis
own clearly identified lifejacket. Please be sure that these fit properly.

FISHING TACKLE : Campersvho alreadyhavetackleshouldbring a smallselectionin a tacklebox.
If tackleis to be purchasedwe recommendbuying throughthe camp as we receivea wholesale
discount. A complete carefully selectedsetcostsapproximately$55.00(plustax). We teacheachboy to
use his equipment properly, so it should last a number of years.

visits as cabin matesmay have allergies of which visiting parents may be unaware. Pleaseassistus

SUN PROTECTION, SMOKING POLICY, LOST & FOUND CLOTHING, BAGGAGE

SUN PROTECTION for CAMPERS and STAFF:

With properinformation,correctsunprotectionandwatchful supervisionby our staff, camperswill be
protectedrom the sun'sharmfulrays. Sunscreemvill be usedat CampHurontariofor all campersand
staff whethera sunnyor cloudy day, andespeciallynearwaterandafter swimming.To assisthe Camp
in its SUN PROTECTIONprogram,pleasediscussthe importanceof usingsunscreenvith your child.

Pleasesupply SPF30 (minimum) for your son. Pleasebe surethe SPFalso containsDEET to repel
mosquitoes.SPFsupplieswill be availableat the PostOffice andeachcounsellorwill havea supply.
Protectiveclothing, suchas Hurontario'sbasebalhats,plus a lightweight long sleevedT-shirt will be
availableto buy at camp.Zinc for camperswvho burn easilyis alwaysrecommended.None of these
recommendationarenewto Hurontario'sapproacho avoidingsunburnssunraysandmosquitoesand
a concerted effort will be made by all again this summer.

NO SMOKING POLICY:

As Hurontariostrivesto provide an outdoorsexperienceawayfrom the urbaninfluencesandaswe are
all very consciousof the healthdangergelatedto smoking,campersare not permitted to smoke at
any time. Parentsof seniorcampersarerequestedo emphasizéboth the healthandthe fire safety
policies related to smoking while at camp.
