Payment by cheque:

a) Payment of fees may be made by a cheque payable to Camp Hurontario. If the name
on the cheque is different than that of the camper attending, please make sure that the
camper’s name is also on the cheque or it becomes increasingly difficult to track
payments. Thank you.

If cheques are being post dated (as arranged beforehand with the camp), please be sure
that all cheques are sent at the same time in one envelope so again we can keep track of
the cheques sent. Thank you.

Notes re payment of fees on May 2"%:

1. Please do not pay for any canoe trips, clothing, biodegradables at this time as the boys
make their final trip choices & purchases at camp and these charges will be added to the
camper account at the end of the session.

2) If you are attending the New Campers’ Party, you might like to keep your forms (and
payment) until after this informative afternoon. Please DO NOT bring forms and cheques
to this event, but mail after April 13", as it is a busy afternoon.

4. If a camper must be withdrawn from the camp for medical reasons (supported by a doctor’s
letter), a partial refund of $1,125.00 will be made up to June 1*. After June 1*, the Camp reserves
the right to retain final payment.

Sunscreemvill be usedat CampHurontariofor all campersand
staff whethera sunnyor cloudy day,andespeciallynearwaterandafter swimming.To assisthe Camp
in its SUN PROTECTIONprogramme pleasediscussthe importanceof using sunscreermwith your
child. Pleasesupply SPF30 (minimum) for your son.Pleasebe surethe SPFalsocontainsDEET to
repelmosquitoes. SPFsupplieswill be availableat the PostOffice and eachcounsellorwill havea
supply. Protectiveclothing, suchasHurontario'sbasebalhats,plus a lightweightlong sleevedT-shirt
will be availableto buy at camp.Zinc for camperswvho burn easilyis alwaysrecommended None of
theserecommendationsre new to Hurontario'sapproachto avoiding sunburns,sun rays and
mosquitoes, and a concerted effort will be made by all again this summer.
